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The Casino Card Game Course (Express) consists of two major games - Baccarat and Blackjack. The

course is designed for those who wish to acquire the skills and knowledge of these casino card games.

Students will learn about the equipment used, correct chip handling skill and card shuffling, the game
rules, mental calculation methodology, and bet collection and payouts. Hands-on training will be
conducted in a simulated casino environment with experienced trainers.
